MINUTES
1. Call to order.  The meeting was called to order by Mayor Sandy Decker at 6:32 p.m.
2. Roll call.  Members present: Mayor Sandy Decker, Alderpersons Jim Brooks, Rick Cole, Cheryl Fuchs, Barb Jacobson, Ben Ladick, Gene Lewis, Josh Manring, and James Montgomery.  Others present:  City Administrator/Finance Director Ian Rigg, City Clerk/Treasurer Judy Walton, Matt and Crystal Brown and their two sons.
3. Oath of Office.  The City Clerk administered the Oral Oath of Office to District #1 Alderperson Matt Brown, District #2 Alderperson Jim Brooks, District #3 Alderperson James Montgomery, and District #4 Alderperson Joshua Manring.

4. Roll call of new Council.  Members present: Mayor Sandy Decker, Alderpersons Jim Brooks, Matt Brown, Rick Cole, Cheryl Fuchs, Ben Ladick, Gene Lewis, Josh Manring, and James Montgomery.
5. Barb Jacobson Commendation.  Brooks made a motion, seconded by Manring to approve Resolution 2015-13, Commending Barb Jacobson for her Service to the City of Evansville.  Motion approved 8-0.
Rigg thanked Jacobson for bringing him on board and being so welcoming.
Jacobson said it has been wonderful working with the Council and the various committees.
Decker presented Jacobson with a copy of the resolution and a key to the city.
6. Nomination and election of Council President.  Decker opened the nominations for Council President.  Manring nominated Jim Brooks and Montgomery nominated Rick Cole.  There were no other nominations.  A vote by ballot was conducted and Jim Brooks was elected Council President on a vote of 6-2.
7. Appointment of Official Newspaper.  Brooks made a motion, seconded by Ladick to appoint The Evansville Review as the City of Evansville’s official newspaper for a term of one year.  Motion approved 8-0 on a roll call vote.

8. Designation of Authorized Signers.  Brooks made a motion, seconded by Manring to approve Resolution 2015-12 Designating Authorized Parties to Sign for Transactions Involving City Bank Accounts and Investments.  Motion approved 8-0.

9. Committee Aldermanic Appointments.
