MINUTES
1. Call to order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. by Mayor Sandy Decker.
2. Roll Call.  Members present: Mayor Sandy Decker, Alderpersons Jim Brooks, Matt Brown (left at 7:34 p.m.), Rick Cole, Cheryl Fuchs, Ben Ladick, Gene Lewis, Josh Manring, and James Montgomery.  Others present:  City Administrator/Finance Director Ian Rigg, City Clerk/Treasurer Judy Walton, City Attorney Mark Kopp, Library Director Megan Kloeckner, BASE representatives Laura Damon-Moore and Aliye Gallagher, and several supporters of Move To Amend.
3. Approval of Agenda.  Brooks made a motion, seconded by Manring to approve the agenda.  Motion approved 8-0.
4. Approval of Minutes.  Brooks made a motion, seconded by Fuchs to waive the reading of the minutes of the May 12, 2015 regular meeting and to approve them as presented.  Motion approved 8-0.
5. Civility reminder.  Recognition of the commitment to civility and decorum at city meetings.
6. Citizen appearances
A. BASE (Building A Safer Evansville) representatives Laura Damon-Moore and Aliye Gallagher presented highlights of the past year.  The High School Students Against Destructive Decisions (SADD) group has volunteered over 930 hours this school year; Evansville community members have donated 6,870 hours since August 2014; youth risk behavior has decreased; the Town of Union has adopted a Social Host Ordinance (the City of Evansville adopted theirs in 2012); they were involved with planning the National Night Out last August and are involved with planning the Evansville Night Out scheduled for August 11th, they participated in the National Prescription Take Back day; started the Lock Box Campaign; and have worked closely with the Evansville Police Department on compliance checks.
B. Fran Zell and Tom Boswell raised concerns about not being able to speak about the proposed Resolution #2015-15 during the Unfinished Business agenda item.  Brooks reminded them of Sec. 2-33(a)(4) of the Municipal Code regarding citizen appearances and public comment.

City Attorney Mark Kopp noted that citizen appearances are not a mandated item for an agenda.  The Evansville Common Council adopted an ordinance to add this item to every agenda.  A couple members of the public responded that they appreciated that.

7. Reports of Committees

A. Library Board Report.  Kloeckner reported their May circulation was 6,409 which is up about 100 from last year; 158 people attended May programs; and Jodi Sweeney and Bill Wilson will both be at the Committee of the Whole meeting on June 13th.
B. Youth Center Advisory Board Report.  Ladick reported they are planning for the 4th of July and they will be selling brats and Ducky Derby tickets at the Piggly Wiggly on June 20th.
C. Plan Commission Report.  Decker reported they discussed the land use chapters of the Smart Growth Plan.
D. Finance and Labor Relations Committee Report

(1). Brooks made a motion, seconded by Manring to accept the City and Water & Light bills as presented in the amount of $738,395.82.  Motion approved 8-0 on a roll call vote.
(2). Brooks made a motion, seconded by Cole to approve agreement with Independent Inspections, Ltd for Building Inspection services.
Rigg explained that we need to fill the building inspector vacancy and hiring someone full-time is not feasible.  He spoke to a number of municipalities and received good responses regarding this company, some have contracted with them for over 20 years.  He noted that this would be a 12-month contract so if it isn’t working out we would have time to plan for something different.
Motion approved 8-0 on a roll call vote.

(3). Brooks made a motion, seconded by Manring to approve Resolution 2015-16 Amending the City of Evansville fee schedule with #45 Occupancy – Commerical on page 4 removed.  This will match the fees in the contract for services.
Motion approved 7-0 on a roll call vote.
E. Public Safety Committee Report
(1). Fuchs made a motion, seconded by Montgomery to approve an amendment to the Class “B” Beer/ “Class B” Liquor License for Pete’s Inn, Inc. Linda Church, Agent, 555 S. Fifth Street, Evansville, Wisconsin, 53536, d/b/a Pete’s Inn Inc.,14 N Madison St, Evansville, Wisconsin, 53536, for their Anniversary Party-Chamber of Commerce annual raffle ticket event, on Sat. August 1, 2015 from noon to 9:00 p.m., and for a 1990 Class Reunion Event on Sat. August 22, 2015 from 4:00-9:00 p.m.
Motion approved 7-0.

(2). Montgomery made a motion, seconded by Fuchs to approve a Class “B” Beer and “Class C” Wine license for George G. DeBroux, agent, 103 Maple Street, Evansville, Wisconsin, 53536, d/b/a DeBroux House Cafe Coffee and Catering, located at 18 E. Main Street, Evansville, Wisconsin, 53536, pending approval of background check.

Motion approved 7-0.
F. Municipal Services Report.  Brooks reported that the water tower is close to completion and the 4th Street Project should begin on Monday.
Rigg added that the painting is done on the water tower and the paint needs to cure, then it will be filled with water and the water quality will be tested.  It should be completed within 7 – 10 days.
G. Economic Development Committee Report.  Brooks reported they are getting good responses on the ad hoc committee for entrepreneurship.
H. Redevelopment Authority Report.  No report.
I. Parks and Recreation Board Report.  Fuchs reported the new tennis courts are ready for use; the basketball courts should be ready by the end of the week; the pool is open; Westside Park shelter should be done by the 4th of July; they discussed an Eagle Scout project for basking boxes for turtles; and the lower diamond is nearing completion.
Decker added that the Community Foundation approved a grant from the Antes Fund for $2,000 for the stone cladding on the bottom of the concession stand.
J. Historic Preservation Commission Report.  Lewis reported they had an application for garage repair and they discussed the proposed improvements/repairs for the Boy Scouts building at the park.
K. Fire District Report.  Montgomery reported they have completed their audit, their fund balance is up to $138,585 and their auditor suggested paying down some loans; the Chief applied for a grant for air packs, clothing, and a compressor; clothing is $13,000 per firefighter; and the Chief feels that communication regarding the water tower project with the city’s leadership is still lacking.
L. Police Commission Report.  Rigg reported they approved hiring Larry Harkey, Garritt Hollis, and Jessica Rittenhouse as part time officers.
M. Energy Independence Team Report.  Decker reported they will be meeting in August.
N. Board of Appeals Report.  No report.
8. Unfinished Business

(1). Brooks read aloud Resolution #2015-15.  

Brooks made a motion, seconded by Montgomery to approve Resolution #2015-15, Regarding Move to Amend Direct Legislation and to mail a copy to Mark (Rep. Spreitzer), Mark (U.S. Rep. Pocan), Janis (Senator Ringhand), Tammy (U.S. Senator Baldwin), and Ron (U.S. Senator Johnson).
Motion approved 7-0.
9. Communications and Recommendations from the Mayor.  Decker stated she is working on the agenda for the Committee of the Whole meeting scheduled for June 13th.
10. New Business

A. Brooks made a motion, seconded Ladick to approve the quote with Genesis Painting for City Hall exterior work.
Rigg stated he contacted 13 individuals/companies and received only 2 drastically difference quotes.

Fuchs expressed concern that the Genesis quote did not include replacing shakes but added that the cost should only increase a couple hundred dollars.

Motion approved 7-0 on a roll call vote.
